The qualifying period for the award is the previous financial year from 1st April ‘99 to 31st March 2000. However,
as conservation efforts require longer period for implementation in some cases, the continuing work in this
direction for the immediately past 3 financial years has also been reviewed.

In the case of industries, transport gov.inanisations and building complexes, the basis has been the percentage
energy savings by deliberate efforts of the gov.inanisation. Weightage has been given for technology used,
measures such as house keeping, interfuel substitution, change over to sustainable practices, replicability, etc.
R&D centres, manufacturers and traders have been assessed for their contribution in this field. In the case of
awareness creation category, the assessment has been based on outstanding nature of their activities.
